Successful applicants will be made
a formal offer. To secure the place offered, payment of the non-refundable enrolment confirmation fee (for new
students), along with signed acceptance of both the Scholarship offer and Business Terms will be required by
the date specified.

Partial remission of tuition fees to the end of Year 12 is provided, subject to the student’s continuing superior
performance and her ongoing contribution to the life of Sacré Cceur. This will be assessed on an annual basis
and unsatisfactory performance may result in the withdrawal of Scholarship entitlements
